Keynote Address:  Alan Jabbour, Ph.D.



    “Fiddle Tunes of the Old Frontier”



    Gallery One Eleven (111 3rd St., Leesville)
Dr. Alan Jabbour will focus on the history and musical characteristics of fiddle tunes on the frontier. Jabbour was head of the Archive of Folk Song at the Library of Congress 1969-74, director of the folk arts program at the National Endowment for the Arts 1974-76, and director of the American Folklife Center at the Library of Congress 1976-99. Dr. Jabbour has conducted extensive work in the area and has compiled “Fiddle Tunes of the Old Frontier: The Henry Reed Collection” for the Library of Congress.  He received his Ph.D. in 1968, and taught English, folklore, and ethnomusicology at UCLA in 1968-69.  He then moved to Washington, D.C., to serve as Head of the Archive of Folk Song at the Library of Congress 1969-74, director of the folk arts program at the National Endowment for the Arts 1974-76, and director of the American Folklife Center at the Library of Congress 1976-99. He has published widely on topics related to folk music, folklore, and cultural policy. Since his retirement, he has turned enthusiastically to a life of writing, consulting, lecturing, and playing the fiddle. The performance is free and open to the public.
